Code of Conduct for Participants
We are fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the wellbeing of all our members.  The club believes it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents associated with the club, should at all times, show respect and understanding for the safety and welfare of others.  Therefore, members are encouraged to be open at all times and share any concerns or complaints that they may have about any aspect of the club, to either June Deeley, Welfare Officer for Crewe & Nantwich Gymnastics Club.

As a member of Crewe & Nantwich Gymnastics Club, you are expected to abide by the following rules:

· All members must participate within the rules and respect coaches, judges and their decisions.

· All members must respect opponents and fellow club members.

· Do not post unfavourable, personal, or disrespectful comments regarding gymnasts, coaches, club personnel, the club or any other club on public social media networks/sites.

· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform their coach if they are going to be late or cannot attend.

· Members must wear suitable attire for training and events as agreed with their coach.  Keep all long hair tied back and remove all body jewellery.

· Members must pay fees for training or events promptly.

· Members must not smoke, consume alcohol or take drugs of any kind whilst representing the club at training, competitions or any other events.

· Members should treat all equipment with respect.

· Members must inform the Head Coach of any injury or illness they may have before the warm up begins.

· Members should not eat or chew gum during a session. No food should be taken in to the gymnastics area.
· Members must attend training with their own water bottle which should contain only water.

· Members must not enter any gymnastics area wearing outdoor shoes.

· Members must not use bad language.

· Members should remain with coaches at the end of a session until collected by their parents or guardian.
· Good behavior and work ethic will be rewarded in class with awards such as Gymnast of the Week/Month/Year
Any breach to the above will be dealt with in accordance with the club’s Disciplinary Procedure.
